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SCAECE Legidative Update

2026 Session Recap from the Sate House

The 2026 Legidative Session is coming to an end — though it will be an adventure all the way to the finish. While the
General Assembly is scheduled to end the session on May 14, lawmakers could return almost immediately to take up a
new Congressional District map for the state's seven congressional seats.

A significant piece of legislation has become law that will reduce the state individual income tax for you as well as your
employees. The immediate reductions are somewhat incremental, but they are notable — and over the next several
years, with continued state revenue growth, the new two-bracket system will be reduced further. The 1.99 percent
bracket will go to zero, and the 5.2 percent bracket will be reduced to 1.99 percent.

In addition, there has been tremendous work done in the House and Senate on the Small Business Regulatory
Freedom Act. It isamost to the finish line, and if it becomes law there will be a more aggressive review of regulations
affecting small business and a better opportunity to reduce unnecessary red tape.

Looking Ahead: The Governor's Race

Of great importance for the child care industry is the upcoming Governor's race. No matter who wins,
there will likely be new agency directors at some — if not all — of the agencies. If there are changes at
the top of DSS, there will be a window for the Association to get in early and be heard by the new
administration.

Friends of the Child Care Industry

Related more specifically to the Association's membership: there are active supporters of providers at the Genera
Assembly. With the right effort by the Association's membership, significant changes can be made to improve the
climate for child care businesses.

Chairman Shannon Erickson is a seasoned legislator with a deep understanding of the industry, although she is no
longer in the business herself. Senator Ross Turner of Greenville continues to grow in knowledge about the child care
industry and is looking for ways to improve the business climate for parents, children, and center owners. Senator
Russell Ott and Representative Brandon Newton introduced a resolution this year recognizing providers important
work and great value to their communities.

In addition, we have a new strong voice in the General Assembly: Representative James Teeple. Assuming he wins
re-election, and given that he owns multiple child care centers, we have alegislator who understands the realities of our
industry from the inside — an invaluable aly in the years ahead.
